It constitutes a forum for
engineers, scientists from academia and industry
organizations to present their latest developments in
Electronics and Information and Communication
Technology (ICT) with their various applications, as
well as for exchanging ideas and experience
regarding to technology transfer and innovations.
Electronics and ICT are currently the driving force
behind the advance of information societies and
knowledge-based economies. New scientific
disciplines and new professions emerge, new areas of
industry develop, interdisciplinary scientific projects
are undertaken.
